The center is seeking two clinical-research assistants who are interested in gaining research experience in behavioral, pharmacological, and integrated treatments for individuals with ASD.  Studies include federally funded studies, industry-sponsored trials, as well as pilot research and collaborative network studies funded by private foundations.  

Qualified individuals should have at least 1 year of clinical-research experience, excellent oral and written communication skills, and experience with people with developmental disabilities.  Successful candidates will be highly organized and detail oriented, have the ability to handle multiple tasks concurrently, and have excellent time management skills.  Candidates must have proven the ability to work independently and have the ability to lead and update the exchange of research information to PIs and others.

Research assistants will assist with the management of all aspects of research projects, ensuring compliance with protocol requirements, IRB policies, and federal research guidelines & regulations under direct supervision. Job responsibilities include recruiting participants for research studies and conducting phone screens, scheduling and managing study visits, assisting with the study set up and assessing infrastructure needs, conducting informed consent/assent, assisting with regulatory submissions within and outside the institution including IRB submissions, coordinating research meetings, assisting the research team with grant preparation/submission as well as the preparation of reports and manuscripts. 

Qualified applicants will have a bachelor’s degree in psychology, neuroscience, biology, or related fields.  The full-time position requires a two-year commitment and is ideal for a candidate looking to pursue graduate or medical school training, or also a career in clinical trials administration and coordination.
